Readings:
Numbers 11:25-29, Psalm 66:1-3ab, 4-5, 16 and 20, James 5:1-6, Mark 9:38-41

Reflections:
Today’s first reading and Gospel are about the necessity for everyone to use 
the gifts God has given them to make the world a better place. Both stories 
tell about some people who were not part of the “chosen group” but who 
were doing good things. Members of the groups were upset because they 
thought they should be the only ones who should be able to do good things. 
Moses and Jesus both said, “How silly is that? We are trying to make the 
world better and anyone who wants to help is welcome!”

Being part of a group like Girl Scouts, Boy Scouts, our Church, our family, and 
our neighborhood or part of a team, such as soccer, baseball, etc, makes us 
proud because we share many of the same beliefs with the group and we 
work with the group to reach goals. We usually know the other people in 
group fairly well. Sometimes we get so caught up in being part of that group 
that we become competitive with other groups. For example, we think our 
school is better than another school or our team plays better than another 
team or our church is better than another church. This makes it hard to see 
the good things that other groups are doing.

Today we are taught that every one is responsible for building God’s King-
dom no matter what group to which they belong. We ALL belong to the 



biggest group of all, God’s family and as part of that group we must use our talents 
to make the world a better place. We must also appreciate the talents that other 
people offer towards that same goal. Just because someone does not go to our 
church or our school does not mean they can’t be good people, serving God and 
doing good things for the world.

Discussion/Activity: Trail Mix
Materials needed: A bag of plain M&Ms, a box of raisins, Granola, small pretzels, 
small bowls, a large bowl, spoons and baggies.
Preparation: Place each of the food items in a small bowl. The kids will be separat-
ed into small groups. Each group will have one of the items. Once group will have 
the M&Ms, another will have the raisins, another will have the spoons, another will 
have the big bowl, etc.

Discussion:
Tell the children that they are going to make Trail Mix, which is a very yummy snack 
and that after it is made every one will be able to take a small bag of it home with 
them. Talk to the children about the components each group has. Talk about which 
component might be “the best.” They will probably say the M&Ms but then talk 
about how salty items such as the nuts and pretzels make the candy taste even 
sweeter. Talk about the necessity of the large bowl to mix it up. Talk about how 
hard it would be to take it home without the baggies. Correlate this to today’s mes-
sage about everyone using their own gifts to make the world better and how differ-
ent groups can work together to accomplish this goal. Have each group contribute 
their part to making the Trail Mix. Give each student a bag to take home.
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
